2A You must 
enter the AB 
Line Distance 

2B Select the 
location of AB 
Line & its 
orientation. 

HINT: 
·  The AB Line Distance  

is the distance between 
the two stakes used to 
take the AB Distance. 

·  AB Lines can be located 
above or below the pool, 
as well as having A 
towards the hopper, or B 
towards the hopper.

2C There are now three options for entering your AB points into the system. 

METHOD 1 
You can enter points one 
at a time by entering the 
information here and 
clicking on Add to List  

METHOD 2 
You can enter multiple 
points by entering the 
number of points and 
clicking on Add to List  

METHOD 3 
You can also enter points 
from a CSV file by 
browsing for the file on 
your computer and 
clicking on Add to List 

METHOD 1 & 2 HINT: If using 
method 1 or 2, points are entered as 

a series of measurements in feet 
and inches.  These represent the 

distances of each point from the ‘A’ 
& ‘B’ stakes. 

METHOD 3 HINT: If 
using method 3 for the 

first time please 
download the sample 
available here to your 

computer. 

 Open the file and replace 
the existing points with the 

new ones, keeping the 
same format.
